These are the Storks, Sitta krueperi, and
Emberiza cineracea, which are found only in the
Eastern Aegean. In Northern Lesvos, Lepetym-
nos is known for sheltering migrating birds. You
can also visit Petra and Molyvos Reservoir, which
has been attracting birdwatchers since 1996.

MOUNT LEPETYMNOS is located within the Special Protection Area (SPA)
of the Natura 2000 network, with the name ‘North Lesvos' and password
GR: 4110012. The international importance of the entire region is indicated
by the existence of significant breeding population of Cinereous Bunting
(Emberiza cineracea), the Long-legged Buzzard (Buteo rufinus), Cretzschmar's
Bunting (Emberiza caesia) and Ruppell's Warbler (Sylvia ruepelli). Once being

one of the biggest volcanoes in the Aegean, this area has a rich geological
background and a special geomorphological formation.

Vigla is situated on the highest peak of Mount Lepetymnos (968m). Since
1736, the residents of the village could notice any fire danger from this point.
Then, in case of fire, they were able to call for help, making signs to the castle
of Molyvos.

WALKING TOWARDS THE TOP OF MOUNT LEPETYMNOS, you go through
two amazing landscapes. The first is “Limnes” where you can see small
reservoirs, known as “giolia”, which were used to collect rainwater in the past.
Another magnificent area is “Lagos”, consisting of rich vegetation, aged plane

trees and ruins of old stone fountains, which date back to 1950.

Ligona is a beautiful valley with a stunning natural environment rich in flora
and fauna. Here you can find 17 water mills, associated with the local produce

and the residents’ daily lives. These watermills were used mainly for grinding
grain in the surrounding areas of Petra, Stipsi, Vafios, Lafiona and Petri. On the
way to Petri you can see ruins of a village, situated near a geological formation,
resembling a petrified link. According to legend, Achilles tied his boat on this
link during the Trojan War.

YOU WILL DISCOVER UNIQUE NATURE IN NORTHERN LESVOS, such as
wetlands, pine woods, olive groves, evergreen shrubs, plane and walnut
trees. While walking, you will meet the common olive groves of the island,
short bushes, and a great variety of annual and perennial plants. Some of the
characteristic species are kermes oak (Quercus coccifera), osieries, old plane
trees (Platanus orientalis), walnut trees (Juglans regia), aspen (Populus tremula),
sallow (Salix sp.), ivy (Hedera helix), common bracken (Pteridium aquilinum)
and cardus marianus (Silybum marianum). At high altitudes you will meet oaks
(Quercus pubescens, Quercus aegilops), wild pears (Pyrus spinosa), common
hawthorn (Crataegus monogyna) and wild roses (Rosa canina).
